CITY OF LAS VEGAS, NEW MEXICO

Ordinance No. 20-06

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND the Code of the City of Las Vegas by deleting and repealing Chapter 48
Sections 1 through 22, entitled “Labor Management Relations” and cited as the “City of Las Vegas Labor
Management Relations Ordinance”. This Ordinance is enacted pursuant to Sections 2.02 of the City of
Las Vegas Municipal Charter, and is an exercise of the City of Las Vegas home rule powers.

BE IT ENACTED by the Governing Body of the City of Las Vegas as follows:

Section 1. Chapter 48 Sections 1 through 22, Labor Management Relations, is hereby deleted and
repealed.

Section 2. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon the execution by the Mayor and
the affirmative vote of the majority of the Governing Body.

2. Approval/Disapproval to publish Ordinance No. 20-07 to amend the Code of
the City of Las Vegas Chapter 148 Section Section 5, Subsection I, entitled
“Fees”.

City Attorney Scott Aaron advised that with the revised ordinance 20-07 it would
bring a more modern fee structure as it relates to vacant building maintenance
license. City Attorney Aaron advised setting up the fee structure to encourage
building owners in Las Vegas to not let their properties remain vacant.

Mayor Trujillo asked if it would be a fee that vacant building owners would have to
pay on a yearly basis.

City Attorney Aaron advised yes they would have to apply for a license if their
building was vacant and maintain the license each year that the building is vacant.

Mayor Trujillo asked if it included homes and properties.

City Attorney Aaron advised it includes residential as well as commercial
businesses and industrial properties.

Discussion and questions took place regarding the cost of the license and the
structured fees that differ from residential to non-residential.

Councilor Romero asked what changed because the previous ordinance fee was
also fifty dollars.

City Attorney Aaron advised that they have the yearly license fee of fifty dollars
when the application is submitted, it is then processed by the City and then
determined if a license is needed. City Attorney Aaron stated the yearly cost is
determined whether it’s commercial or residential.
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Councilor Romero asked how it would be enforced to ensure that property owners
do apply for the vacant building application.

City Attorney Aaron advised it would be a proactive measure rather than waiting
for people to come to us, it would encourage residents with a vacant property to
come get an application. City Attorney Aaron advised they are working on a list of
vacant properties and it would be enforced depending on the status of the
property.

Councilor Montoya asked if the fees could be looked at if they seem to be too
high.

City Attorney Aaron advised it would be at the pleasure of Council if it ends up
being problematic.

Councilor Romero made a motion to approve publication of Ordinance No. 20-07
to amend the Code of the City of Las Vegas Chapter 148 Section Section 5,
Subsection I, entitled “Fees”. Councilor Ulibarri, Jr., seconded the motion.

Ordinance 20-07 was presented as follows:
CITY OF LAS VEGAS, NEW MEXICO

Ordinance No. 20-07

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND the Code of the City of Las Vegas, Chapter 148 Section 5, Subsection I,
entitled “Fees”. This Ordinance is enacted pursuant to Sections 2.02 of the City of Las Vegas Municipal
Charter, and is an exercise of the City of Las Vegas home rule powers.

BE IT ENACTED by the Governing Body of the City of Las Vegas as follows:

Section 1. Chapter 148 Section 5, Subsection I, entitled “Fees”, of the Code of the City of Las Vegas is
hereby amended to read as follows:

§148-5(I). Fees.

(1) Property zoned as commercial, business, or industrial. A nonrefundable fee of $50 shall be charged for
processing each application for a vacant building maintenance license and for each application for any
renewal of a vacant building maintenance license. A separate application shall be completed for each
noncontiguous structure, excluding accessory and appurtenant structures to the main structure. Upon the
City’s first approval of a property’s vacant building maintenance license, a license fee of $300 shall be
paid by the property’s owners to, and received by, the City as a pre-condition to the license being issued
to the property’s owner(s). Upon the City’s second approval of a property’s vacant building maintenance
license, a license fee of $500 shall be paid by the property’s owners to, and received by, the City as a
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pre-condition to the license being issued to the property’s owner(s). Upon the City’s third or subsequent
approval of a property’s vacant building maintenance license, a license fee of $1,000 shall be paid by the
property’s owners to, and received by, the City as a pre-condition to the license being issued to the
property’s owner(s).

(2) Property zoned as anything other than commercial, business or industrial. A nonrefundable fee of $50
shall be charged for processing each application for a vacant building maintenance license and for each
application for any renewal of a vacant building maintenance license. A separate application shall be
completed for each noncontiguous structure, excluding accessory and appurtenant structures to the main
structure. Upon the City’s first approval of a property’s vacant building maintenance license, a license fee
of $150 shall be paid by the property’s owners to, and received by, the City as a pre-condition to the
license being issued to the property’s owners. Upon the City’s second approval of a property’s vacant
building maintenance license, a license fee of $200 shall be paid by the property’s owners to, and received
by, the City as a pre-condition to the license being issued to the property’s owners. Upon the City’s third
or subsequent approval of a property’s vacant building maintenance license, a license fee of $300 shall be
paid by the property’s owners to, and received by, the City as a pre-condition to the license being issued
to the property’s owners.

Section 3. Severability. The provisions of this ordinance are declared to be severable, and if any portion
of this ordinance, for any reason, is held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent
jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portion of this ordinance.

Section 4. Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon the execution by the Mayor and
the affirmative vote of the majority of the Governing Body.

WHEREAS, improvements are needed on Mountain View Drive for the safety and well being of the
residents of Las Vegas, New Mexico; and

WHEREAS, the Grant will be used for road improvements on Mountain View Drive.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Las Vegas that the recitals are
incorporated herein by reference and the Governing Body accepts the Grant, agrees to contribute 25% of
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the Grant amount in order to obtain the Grant, and agrees to use the Grant for road improvements on

City Attorney Scott Aaron asked anyone who wished to speak on the issue, to
stand and be sworn in. Maria Perea and Carlos Lopez were sworn in.

Planning & Zoning Coordinator Perea advised that LV Lakeside, LLC were
requesting the re-subdivision of a 138.084-acre parcel into several tracts/parcels
to bring the property into compliance with what is currently in place. LV Lakeside,
LLC Partners appeared before the Planning & Zoning Commission on several
occasions. Partners are requesting final plat approval for the Lakeside Subdivision
in order to continue with the project, along with the variances requested.

Ms. Perea advised that Mr. Lopez came in March or April of 2019 with a master
plan to reconfigure an existing subdivision that was not built the way it was
supposed to be, reconfiguring that 1964 subdivision to fit what is there now and
to meet the requirements for septic, and everything else which is a ¾ acre and to
meet what the City and the County require.

Mayor Trujillo asked for clarification on where Lakeside was.

Ms. Perea explained that it was right across the street from Storrie Lake with four
entrances and this one was right across Laguna Vista Quick Stop.

Mayor Trujillo asked why we were handling that, if it was not in City limits?
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Ms. Perea advised that it was not in City limits but the City had planning and
platting jurisdiction, in a 3 mile radius out of City limits. She added that it was
further out of the ETZ which was 1 mile out of city limits and it was in the case of
anyone wanting to annex in, so they would meet subdivision standards.

Carlos Lopez Jr. added that it would utilize City water taps and that was another
reason they were bringing this to Council.

Councilor Montoya asked if it was not on the ETZ with the 1 mile restriction, how
far out did it go?

Ms. Perea advised that it went out 3 miles and explained that it was on the ETZ
map.

Discussion took place regarding the zone change also going to San Miguel County
Commission with discussion regarding City water and water taps.

Mr. Lopez advised that they were working with both the County and City and the
reason it was brought to the City was regarding meeting the water requirements.
He gave a detailed presentation of the history of the established water rights (91
water taps) that were acquired by then property owners Timoteo and Helen
Romero, that were approved in 1964 through the City of Las Vegas. He added that
later in the 1980s or 1990s had an agreement with the City for an additional 20
water taps in exchange for an easement for the MDF line, which went right
through the property. Mr. Lopez informed that it was a total of 111 water taps
total, there were already 52 mobile homes established and leaving a 32 lot mobile
home subdivision and additional 25 that could be redistributed towards the
mobile home park. He stated that they were not asking for any more water taps
but asking to reconfigure a master plan that would allow them to move forward
with the 32 lot subdivision for single family homes, keep the remaining mobile
home park and separate the farmland from the mobile home park and the
subdivision.

Councilor Montoya stated that Mr. Tim Romero had been given the water taps in
1991, he had 20 years to use the water taps and never did and advised that he
was here in 2002 and never saw an extension from Mr. Romero for the 20 water
taps which would have expired in 2002. He also was concerned that there were no
City documents regarding the 91 taps issued in 1964.
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Mr. Lopez informed that he had documentation of the 91 taps issued by the City
and a stamped legal document (plat).

Lengthy discussion took place regarding the water tap documentation, compliance
of water meters, enforcement of property owners covenants, water usage, the
subdivision process and the City and County involvement regarding subdivisions.

Councilor Montoya stated his concern was the issues that the City and County
would incur regarding covenants not being followed. He asked the City Attorney
what the covenant process was for subdivisions.

City Attorney Aaron advised that it would be through a neighborhood association
that would self-enforce standard regulations. He advised Council should reserve
on granting any water rights or taps issues until it was narrowed down and
everyone was on the same page.

Mayor Trujillo stated for the record and asked Mr. Lopez, “you are not asking for
additional taps on that property”?

Mr. Lopez advised that they were not and added that they were trying to
reconfigure this and make it right.

Councilor Montoya explained that he was there to protect the citizens and people
who live in subdivisions and that the developer should be responsible for
maintaining infrastructure on the property.

City Attorney Aaron advised that neighborhoods would be going up on the
property and it was important to focus on researching the agreement for the 91
taps due to bank underwriters needing those documents when it came time to
lend on those properties.

Mayor Trujillo stated that Mr. Lopez started this process back in 2019 and felt it
was not fair to him to delay the process because the City had not done their due
diligence. He stated that Mr. Lopez has contributed much needed investment in
this community and asked City Attorney Aaron how they should proceed.

City Attorney Aaron suggested that they do not hold the whole thing up, that the
Council grants something so this can continue to move forward and just reserve
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on the water issue. He stated that we should get together with the Utilities
department to locate records and if they do not exist, create new records and
advised that his main concern was when it came to dealing with underwriters.

Councilor Romero had several concerns that mirrored the concerns of Councilor
Montoya regarding the zoning, maintenance of roads and responsibilities of
developers.

Mr. Lopez explained his role as a developer that included the comparison to Oxido
subdivision and added that the covenant they wanted to adopt included road
repair, fees charged would maintain the fund to repair roads. He stated he wanted
to do the best job he could and meet all subdivision requirements.

Discussion took place on the importance of bringing development to the City of
Las Vegas.

Councilor Romero voiced his concerns on uncertainties regarding the application
for the subdivision and the City’s responsibilities. He asked Utilities Director
Gilvarry, in the last three years that Mr. Lopez had been dealing with this, had the
Utilities had any discussion with him regarding this matter.

Maria Gilvarry was sworn in.

Utilities Director Gilvarry advised that she had discussions with Mr. Lopez in the
past regarding existing taps on existing mobile homes that were there regarding a
water leak issue and they had some mobile homes that had individual meters and
some that were on a match reader. She advised that they spoke on Mr. Lopez
installing meters at each home and stated that the whole topic of today was
brought to her yesterday and that was when she read the documents, specific to
this situation, just the last couple of days.

Councilor Montoya advised he did not have anything against development and
stated his concerns regarding how difficult it was to obtain legislative funding for
infrastructure and City water concerns. He asked Utilities Director Gilvarry if she
had any documentation regarding the 91 water taps.

Ms. Gilvarry stated that she had not seen any documentation regarding 91 and
knew there were 52 recipients of water.
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Lengthy discussion and questions took place regarding meeting the City’s
requirements of individual meters on the existing homes.

Councilor Montoya asked Mr. Lopez if he had read current Ordinance 20-09.
Mr. Lopez advised he had not.

Ms. Perea advised that she did not provide Mr. Lopez with the ordinance.

City Attorney Aaron stated that his comments were going to be dependent on
deferring to Maria’s opinion due to not knowing the infrastructure of the property.

Councilor Romero referred to Ordinance 20-09, regarding street construction
standards, asphalt paving, curb and gutter, and asked if those would not occur
until the subdivision was complete?

Mr. Lopez stated they were asking for a variance to not adhere to those city
ordinances because it was a ranch development and also that they were trying to
meet a price point for the families buying homes and the cost of construction
would be too costly.

City Attorney Aaron advised, should the subdivision ever seek to be part of the
City they would have to bring all those infrastructure items up to City standards
before the City would annex them and would be written in the documents.

Councilor Romero asked if the infrastructure in that area would be able to serve
every single tap of the 111.

Ms. Gilvarry advised that there were main lines to the area that were able to carry
water to the area.

City Attorney Aaron stated that it did not appear to be any tap language in what
they were asking the City to approve, that is why it reserves any ordinance but by
passing this final plat, the ordinance did not state the city was giving any x amount
of taps. He stated that what he proposed was kind of in line with the approval of
the subdivision plat.

Ernesto Lujan was sworn in.
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Ernesto Lujan, Las Vegas Land Grant Board Member spoke on issues regarding the
Las Vegas Land Grant, he informed everything had to go through the Las Vegas
Grant before any approval. He stated this same subdivision had been denied
through the County due to the water and he was in support of the denial of this
subdivision.

Councilor Romero made a motion to accept the record proper. Councilor Ulibarri,
Jr. seconded the motion. Mayor Trujillo asked for roll call. Roll Call Vote was taken
and reflected the following:

2006 New Mexico Statutes - Section 13-6-1
— Disposition of obsolete, worn-out or
unusable tangible personal property.
13-6-1. Disposition of obsolete, worn-out or unusable tangible personal property.

A. The governing authority of each state agency, local public body, school district and state
educational institution may dispose of any item of tangible personal property belonging to that
authority and delete the item from its public inventory upon a specific finding by the authority that the
item of property is:

(i) of a current resale value of five thousand dollars ($5,000) or less; and

(2) worn-out, unusable or obsolete to the extent that the item is no longer economical or safe for
continued use by the body.

B. The governing authority shall, as a prerequisite to the disposition of any items of tangiblepersonal property:

(i) designate a committee of at least three officials of the governing authority to approve and oversee
the disposition; and

(2) give notification at least thirty days prior to its action making the deletion by sending a copy ofits official finding and the proposed disposition of the property to the state auditor and the appropriateapproval authority designated in Section 13-6-2 NMSA 1978, duly sworn and subscribed under oath by
each member of the authority approving the action.

C. A copy of the official finding and proposed disposition of the property sought to be disposed ofshall be made a permanent part of the official minutes of the governing authority and maintained as apublic record subject to the Inspection of Public Records Act [ 142-4 NMSA 1978].

D. The governing authority shall dispose of the tangible personal property by negotiated sale to anygovernmental unit of an Indian nation, tribe or pueblo in New Mexico or by negotiated sale ordonation to other state agencies, local public bodies, school districts, state educational institutions ormunicipalities or through the central purchasing office of the governing authority by means of
competitive sealed bid or public auction or, if a state agency, through the federal property assistance
bureau of the general services department.

E. A state agency shall give the federal property assistance bureau of the general servicesdepartment the right of first refusal when disposing of obsolete, worn-out or unusable tangible
personal property of the state agency.

F. If the governing authority is unable to dispose of the tangible personal property pursuant to
Subsection D or E of this section, the governing authority may sell or, if the property has no value,
donate the property to any organization described in Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of
1986.

G. If the governing authority is unable to dispose of the tangible personal property pursuant to
Subsection D, E or F of this section, it may order that the property be destroyed or otherwise
